The University of Augsburg International Summer Programme is targeted primarily, but not
exclusively, at undergraduate, graduate and PhD students who are interested in improving their
language skills by applying their knowledge of German to real-life situations. Participants must be
at least 18 years old and must have advanced German language skills.

COURSE CONTENT

In the context of the International Summer Programme, the city of Augsburg serves as an example
from which participants can gain a deeper understanding of German culture. Students will be
working on projects in small teams with intensive linguistic support. During this four-week course,
participants will be given full-time tuition and will have access to the university library and
computers.

COURSE PROGRESSION
At the beginning of the course, participants will learn how to conduct interviews with local
representatives of cultural, political, religious, scientific and economic organisations. Instruction

will be provided by teachers and student tutors and will focus on both language and content.

For the project itself, participants can choose from a number of different topics. After an intensive
preparation period, the interviews will be carried out during the third week of the course.

Finally, participants will produce a written summary of the project and will give a presentation of
the information provided by their interviewees.

Traditionally, the students take part in the "Festival of Peace", which is celebrated on 8 August
every year in the city of Augsburg.
